Application Deadlines:
· Provisional Admission to EDUC 203.  Due the first Monday of October or February for admission the following semester.  Students must have minimum GPA of 2.5 based on at least 12 UMW credits.
· Formal Admission to the Teacher Education Program.  Due the last day of classes during the first semester you are enrolled in any education class beyond EDUC 203. If you fail to apply, you will not be permitted to enrolled in any additional education courses.
· Graduate Year Application.  Due the first Monday in December of your Senior Year
Education Program: Students must maintain a minimum overall GPA of 2.5 and a minimum GPA of 3.0 in their education courses to remain in good standing in the education program.
