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DEGREE APPLICATION AND SENIOR CHECK-SHEET PROCESS
Before you go abroad, consider whether you will miss the Degree Application or Senior Checksheet process.
· If you are abroad during your junior year, you will miss the Degree Application mailing sent to juniors in the Spring term.  (Please note: Degree Applications are placed in the student’s campus post mail box, and is not “stamped,” and unclaimed Degree Applications are not forwarded to students who are abroad, but are returned to the Registrar’s office.) If you plan on graduating the following Fall or Spring term, the student must fill out and turn into the Registrar’s Office a Degree Application before you leave on your trip.  This will prevent you from missing the Senior Checksheet process in the fall.
· If you are abroad Fall of your senior year, you will miss the Senior Checksheet deadline.  The Degree Auditor will send your Senior Checksheet to your advisor to hold until you return to campus.  Please confer with your advisor during advanced registration in order to ensure you understand your remaining degree requirements. Upon your return to UMW, you must meet with your advisor during the first week to get this important graduation paperwork completed.  It is due the first week of Spring term.
· If you go abroad as a senior, it is possible that this may delay your graduation.  You may not be able to get all the classes that you need, or you may not receive your final transcript in time.

TRANSCRIPT DEADLINES FOR GRADUATION
· Summer graduation: Second week in August
· Fall graduation: Second week in January
· Spring graduation: Tuesday before Commencement

RESIDENCE REQUIREMENT
A student who is a candidate for the B.A. or B.S. degree must earn at least 30 academic
credits at the University of Mary Washington as a degree-seeking student. At least one half
of the B.A./B.S. major program requirements must be earned at UMW, unless more are required by the major department.

In addition, at least 15 of the last 21 credits of the B.A./B.S. degree program must be completed at UMW. (In other words, a B.A./B.S. student may take at another institution a maximum of 6 of the last 21 credits required for the Degree Program.)  If you plan to take less than 15 credits at UMW after you return from an abroad, you will not meet the residency requirement, and will either need to take 15credits or obtain a residency exception from Academic Services.
